DNS Server Setup

1. Adding DNS component

· Start  -> Setting -> Control Panel ->Add/Remove Programs -> Add/Remove Windows Components -> Networking Services -> Details -> Check  DNS

2. Configure your DNS Server.

· Click "Start" -> "Programs" -> "Administrative Tools (Common)" -> "Configure your server"

· -> Networking -> DNS
· Enter your computer's IP address in the prompt for "DNS server", then click "OK"
· Adding a Reverse-Lookup Zone

· Right click the server icon, and select "New Zone"

· Choose the "Primary" and click "Next"

· Select Reverse Lookup zone

· (Room 200) Enter “93.32.129.in-addr.arpa” for “Zone Name
· The "Zone File" is generated automatically, then click "Next"

· Click "Finish" to create the zone

· Adding a Primary Zone

· Right click the server icon, and select "New Zone"

· Choose the "Primary" and click "Next"

· Select Forward Lookup zone

· Enter "cis.temple.edu" for "Zone Name
· The "Zone File" is generated automatically, then click "Next"

· Click "Finish" to create the zone

· Adding records 

· Double click the zone "cis.temple.edu", a list of existing records will be shown on the 
right.

· Right click the zone "cis.temple.edu" and choose "New Host"

· Enter the a record as 

· Host Name = the name of your computer

· Host IP Address = the IP of your computer

· Check "Create Associated PTR Record"

· Click "Add Host"

·
