FTP Server Setup

FTP Server is part of Microsoft Internet Information Server (IIS), so in order to setup your FTP server, you need to add the FTP component to IIS, IIS is installed by default. 

1. Adding  the FTP component

· Start  -> Setting -> Control Panel ->Add/Remove Programs -> Add/Remove Windows Components -> Internet Information Services(IIS) ->Details -> check FTP server

2. Configure FTP site.

· Click "Start" -> "Programs" -> "Administrative Tools" ->"Configure your server".

· Web/Media server -> Web Server -> Open Internet Service Manager->Default FTP site -> right click and choose properties

· Make sure in Security Accounts->“Allow only anonymous connections” is UNCHECKED, and accept the rest.

· In the “Message” tab page, enter messages for “welcome message”, “Exit message” and “Maximum connections message”. Use your imagination here.

· Click “ok”.

3. Test your FTP server

· Create a user called “ftpuser” by following steps:

· Open a Dos window and type “ftp your_server_name”

· Type in “Administrator” and password to log in, you will see the welcome message you gave.

· Type “bye” to log out.
